
STANFORD PROF. BELIEVES “ 
NEGROES ARE STUPID

Dr .William Shocklev , 
Stanford engineering pro­
fessor, urged last Wed­
nesday that the National 
Academy of Sciences back 
research aimed at learn­
ing if Negroes are genet­
ically inferior to Cauc­
asians.

Dr .Shockley believes

evolution may be prog­
ressively lowering intel­
ligence among Negroes, 
H e concluded, "...that 
a drop of four I.Q.points 
in average Negro intel­
ligence could easily have 
ocurred...... since World
War II."

Dr .Shockley won a Nobel 

prize in engineering. His 
views are opposed by gen­
eticists at Stanford.

He urged studies com­
paring performance
Negroes adopted by white 
families with other Ne­
groes in order to measure 
relative effects op hered­
ity and environment.

ne decried the reluc­
tance of scientists and 
govt. agencies to support 
research on Negro infer- 

of iority because they fear 
criticism of racial bias. 
‘‘The lesson to be learned 
from Nazi history." the 
professor said, "is the 
value of free speech, not

Now that the problems of refunding are 
cleared away ,w e at OICW must cast some 
serious reflections as to what has ocurred 
during our first funded year, and what we 
have learned as a result of these occurences.

Probably the lesson of greatest significance 
to us, was that of coming to grips with our 
problems. First, with an admission that they 
exist, (as in all new organizations) and second 
not to be afraid of the fact that others are aware 
of the problems existence.

One problem particularly which comes to 
mind is that of the alleged lack of community 
involvement by OICW staff members. This 
question which on its face appears to hold 
some validity, falls under critical analysis to 
pass the test of logical significance.

We at OICW submit that OICW itself is com­
munity involvement in every sense of the word. 
Granted, that many of our staff are paid, we are 
no less dedicated to our community than others 
involved in community tupe work, whether it be 
YUC, INFO, BES, or Legal Aid.

OICW staff members have the greatest kind 
of community involvement, i.e. that of dedica­
tion to a community concept which is OICW. 
It is for this reason that it becomes not 
unusual to find OICW staff members devoting 
many hours to OICW in excess of the normal 
eight hour day. They give up their week ends 
willingly to complete important projects, attend 
conferences, meetings, seminars, and training 
sessions. Nor is it unusual that much personal 
expense incurred as a result ofOICW business 
is carried by many staff mambers dedicated 
to the aims and goals of OICW.

These, however, are activities and charac­
teristics of OICW staff members which defy 
quantification because negatives tend to be 
more acceptable than positives. Thus the 
multitude of good suffers because many have 
found that in a program of this nature, it is 
much easier to believe the bad than to take 
the time to gather the facts.

Never the less, as we approach the new year, 
we at OICW have great hopes that this aspect 
of community involvement takes its place in 
the hearts and minds of our other community 
workers, and that they let us at OICW share 
with them the hope for the future of the com­
munity.

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NELSON RESIGNS FROM SUHSDBT
Dr. Ernest Nelson, el­

ected to the Sequoia Union 
High School District 
Board of Trustees in 1965 
on a “Ravenswood’s all- 
right” platform resigned 
last week.

Out four months last 
year due to a heart at­
tack, he cited health rea­
sons for his resignatior 
as well as the re-election 
of John Cost and Helen 
Kerwin to the Board.

In a sharply - worded 
statement Dr.Nelson at­
tacked the inaction of the 
Board and hinted that at­
tempts to deal with the 
problems of de-facto 
segregation was bowing to 
“vested interests.”

He stated, “All spec­
ial interest groups...sub­
scribe to the statement 
that schools exist prim­
arily to provide good ed­
ucation for children.

“However, they are 
careful to include that...

closing schools, busing, 
building massive com­
plexes will surely cor­
rect all ills and provide 
equality of opportunity 
plus many fringe benefits.

“The public school will 
be... (with the present 
Board) ...only for the chil­
dren of the poor who will 
be unable to afford pri­
vate schools.”

It must be assumed 
that Dr .Nelson includes 
among the “vested in­
terests” all those groups 
in this area that are work­
ing for better education 
for East of Bayshore stu­
dents. The remaining 
four mpmhpjs of the 
Board will pick a suc­
cessor for Dr .Nelson, 
whose resignation will 
be effective June 30. Per­
haps the new Board will 
be able to deal more cre­
atively with the problems 
of de-facto segregation 
in the District.

MENLO PRESENTS ED. PROPOSAL
The Mothers for Equal 

Education, East Menlo 
Park have presented 
proposals designed to win 
quality education for all 
minority students at 
Menlo Atherton High 
School to the Superinten­
dentent of Schools, Mr. 
George Chaffey.

Their proposals follow:
1. We want all of the 

Negro children at Menlo- 
Atherton High School ta­
ken out of the remedial 
classes and put into the 
regular high school 
classes with the white 
students. In other words 
we want our children in 
the mainstream of edu­
cation.

2. We also want an 
integrated teaching staff 
so that all of the students 
can benefit from the 
teaching of both Negro 
and white teachers.

3. We would like the 
School Board to ser­
iously consider hiring a 
Negro principal and a Ne­
gro Dean of Girls. As 
thes e positions are now 
open for the Fall, this 
is an ideal time to begin

considering .and working 
toward integrating the 
staff from the top to the 
bottom.

4. We would like a lai- 
son person from East 

' Menlo Park hired to work 
with our children on 
minor disciplinary prob­
lems and race relations 
so that the police do not 
have to be called in un­
less there is a serious 
problem. The liason per­
son must be selected and 
approved by the com­
munity people so that she 
will be accepted and can 
work with the parents in 
our community.

5. We would like to 
have good counseling av­
ailable to our children so 
that they are not only en­
couraged to prepare for 
college but are also hel­
ped in selecting colleges 
and obtaining scholar­
ships.

The Mothers sent the 
above proposals to the 
Supt. and will present 
them to the Board of 
Trustees in the near fu­
ture . Probably next Wed­
nesday night.

MENLO PARK SEEKS HUD GRANT
The Menlo Park City 

Council approved last 
Tuesday night an applic­
ation for an $100,000 stu­
dy grant under the Dem­
onstrations Cities pro­
gram to plan improve­
ments for Belle Haven.

City Magr.Mike Bedwell 
said the planning will aim 

to do the following:
1)improve working con­

ditions and living con­
ditions .

2) Eliminate blight in 
houses and apts.

NAACP SUPPORTS CAC ON
UPWARD BOUND

The South
County NAACP announced 
its support of the Com­
munity Action Council in 
opposition to the Stanford 
Upward Bound program 
last week.

Branch President Rev. 
Tom Sanders announced, 
“We will not idly stand 
by and let the CAC’sdec­
isions be overlooked and 
ignored. We are launch­
ing an all out campaign 
against the Stanford Up­
ward Bound program.

The CAC met many 
times with Stanford Un­
iversity to discuss the 
Upward Bound Program. 
It was the decision of the 
community not to support 
the program without the 
nine supplements that 

by for­
mer Upward Bound stu­
dents and which were sup­
ported by the Community 
Action Council. The CAC 
decision was ignored and 
Stanford was funded for 
the program.

Rev.Sanders added, “The 
various poverty pro­
grams are not doing the 
community any good. We 
are tired of being used as 
guinea pigs. The only 
things we want are qua­
lity education, better jobs 
and better housing. Give 
us the dollars and we will 
help ourselves. We are 
tired of being led to be­
lieve that, our decisions 
mean something. We be­
come all frustrated and 
concerned only to find that 

Washington and George 
Riely, made the decisions 
and that our actions did 
not mean anything.”

The NAACP is advising 
parents not to allow their 
children to participate in 
the Upward Bound pro­
gram.

The NAACP further 
charged that “Negroes 
are being used to get 
large ‘poverty’ grants.” 
They plan a seminar with 
representatives from in­
dustry and government to 
investigate whether or not 
the poverty program has 
increased the number of 
Negroes employed.

Some people use hate like a 
car uses gasoline, to keep going.

After the horrors of Nazi per­
secutions, which killed 6 million 
people in Europe simply because 
they were Jews or had Jewish 
ancestors, it is particularly dis­
turbing to find that anti-Semitism 
still exists. In Russia, Jews are 
not able to freely practice their
