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John Cleveland, who said he would 
not commit himself to a political bat­
tle for the support of the community 
with the new Ravenswood City 
School District board, today an­
nounced his resignation as superin­
tendent, 15 days before he was to take 
office.

Syrtiller Rabat, the only member of 
the new board to support Cleveland, 
announced she, too, plans to resign 
with two years left of her elected 
term.

Both claimed the goal of the new 
board majority — as of July '1 — is 
community development and control, 
not quality education.

Cleveland said he met with school 
board President Robert Hoover, Mrs. 
Rabat, and the three trustees-elect, 
Mavis Knox, Barbara Hatton and the 
Rev. James Daniels, at San Francisco 
International Airport Monday night.

As a result of that meeting, he de­
cided to resign, he said.

Cleveland said he doubts that^ the 
new school board has a commitment 
to improving the quality of education 
in the largely black district and doubts 
its commitment to give him the free­
dom to attempt to raise the acadpmic 
level of the students.

He said he would not permit the 
board to buy up his contract, as the 
members threatened, because of the 
“meager jresourct's’’ of the üvstriet.

Cleveland had been awarded a four- 
year, $30.000 per year contract in 
March by a board going out of office 
in June.

The resignations are apparently a 
victory for the segments of the com­
munity that support Acting Supt. 
Warren Haymen, particularly Hoover, 
who led the protest against Cleveland.

Hayman was one of the 
two finalists in the nationwide search 
to replace John Miqor, who resigned 
last October.

Mrs. Rabat said the new board sees

“I understand his (Cleveland’s) res­
ignation and am supportive of his res­
ignation, having been part of that 
meeting last night,” she said.

“I intend to resign and cannot sup­
port the priorities of the new school 
board,” she added.

Cleveland said he would remain in 
his post as director of urban education 
at San Diego State University.

He said he believed he could win the 
support of the majority of the com­
munity in a political battle with the 
board, but said in the process educa­
tional quality would suffer.

The election of an all-black board, 
he said, was not because of his super­
intendency being an issue in the elec­
tion, but because voters believed it 
was time for blacks to have control 
over the schools.

“I’m convinced many of the voters 
felt it was time for blacks to control 
their own destiny,” he said. He add«M 
that it would be a mistake for tWH 
black community to assume that the 
new black board had the community’s 
interest in education at heart.

“Many of tpe calls I have gotten 
from those protesting my appoint­
ment have been working for the 
school district,” he charged. “Only

“Their priority,” Cleveland said of
