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Old Guard Out In East Palo Alto Election

Both incumbents lost in a sur­
prising turn of events in the East 
Palo Alto City Council election, 
according to the returns of yes­
terday's ballots.

Incumbent Vice Mayor John 
Bostic and City Councilwoman 
Barbara Mouton were both un­
seated Mrs. Mouton had previ­
ously stated that she did not 
intend to run for re-election, 
and did not wage a vigorous 
campaign

Winners of the two seats were 
Nevida Butler, with 1,259 votes 
and Shanfa Wilson, with 1,005 
votes Even without campaign­

ing, Mrs. Mouton garnered 958 
votes and was the third-highest 
votegetter, followed by Clara J 
Starr with 893, and fifth was Vice 
Mayor John Bostic, who had 
waged a major campaign, with 
721 votes.

Bruce W. Nash, a newcomer to 
the political arena, drew 560 
votes, and stated that this was 
not the end, but the beginning. N. 
Armand Ross drew 381 voles and 
Tony Homes Horwath drew 91, 
while Bob Lamonica only drew 
89 votes.
