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Huge water tank bursts
No one hurt by crash

A 34-year-old wood water­
storage tank, apparently dam­
aged in the Oct 17 earthquake, 
collapsed in East Palo Alto on 
Wednesday, hurtling hardware, 
large pieces of timber and 
40,000 gallons of water through 
a chain-link fence and into the 
yards of nearby homes.

No one was hurt in the 1 pan. 
accident and nearby homes did 
not appear to be damaged sig­
nificantly from flooding, resi­
dents and Menlo Park firefight­
ers said.
