SUBJECT: RESOLUTION SUPPORTING INCORPORATION OF THE COMMUNITY OF EAST PALO 
ALTO - BOARD OF SUPERVISORS SUPPORT

RECOMMENDATION :

That the Board of Supervisors endorse the actions of the East Palo 
Alto Municipal Council in their effort^ to incorporate the comnun- 
ity of East Palo Alto.

BACKGROUND -.

At a special meeting of the East Palo Alto Municipal Council on 
October 29, 1979, the Council unanimously passed the attached 
Resolution. As indicated in said Resolution, the Council unequi­
vocally supports incorporation and pledges itself to bring about 
incorporation as expeditiously as possible.

At the same special meeting, the consultant firm of Angus McDonald 
& Associates presented to the Council the East Palo Alto Fiscal 
Analysis. Among other things, the Fiscal Analysis indicated that 
there would be a fiscal shortfall during the first several years 
if the community of East Palo Alto were to incorporate immediate­
ly. This shortfall however would disappear over a five year per­
iod. Based upon the assumptions set forth in the Fiscal Analysis 
i.e., rehabilitation of the shopping center, an increase in local 
taxes, reduction of the costs of delivering municipal services 
and completion of the capital improvement programs by County de­
partments, the Council concluded that the shortfall could be re­
duced in less than five years provided that the Council received 
the cooperation and support of the Board of Supervisors.
