This popular secular dance with 
its drum accompaniment is tra­
ditionally performed joyously during 

funerals — the final rites of passage 
— among the Bakongo people of the 
Central African countries of Congo 
and Zaire. At African funerals, 
mourners express both sorrow and 
joy; the joy comes from the realiza­
tion that the deceased is another 
vital link between the communities 
of the dead and the living.

serving Congolese culture through 
artistic interpretation of its daily life 
and rituals. They have appeared in 
many festivals nationwide.
