Friday's committee action was based 
on the report of its housing subcommittee, 
whose most masterful work — with the 
help of the Redevelopment Agency — 
was a policy on single-room-occupancy 
housing.
- While recommending that rooming 
houses be distributed throughout the city 

: — not clustered downtown, which already 
is primarily low-income — members also 
favored a commitment by the city to 
allow for the replacement of downtown 
units that are eliminated in the future.

That replacement policy reassured the 
Affordable Housing Coordinating Net­
work, which had feared that the city’s 
real hope was to eliminate SRO housing.

Hammer now can take these recom­

mendations to the city council's Housing 
Review Committee, which is overseeing a 
planning staff project — called the Hous­
ing Initiative Flan — to identify potential 
housing sites throughout the city.

The housing initiative, originally pro­
posed as a way to help meet housing goals 
set by regional groups, was broadened by 
Hammer to re-examine the economic in­
fluences of housing, or the lack of housing, 
on other kinds of development

Through the downtown committee and 
the housing initiative, San Jose has a 
chance to develop housing policies that 
reflect the needs of the 1990s. This is just 
a start — but it’s a good one. -
